

















Where IOPs have been measured by referring optometrist using GAT, follow dotted line





Telephone HES and fax 


IOP Patient Record Card to referring practice.  Send copy IOP PRC to HES with patient.





Appointment conducted at same time as sight examination





Accredited referring practice faxes completed referral form to RMC for data capture only








Accredited or non-accredited practice identifies patient choice of accredited practice





Appointment agreed with patient for measurement of IOP’s within 10 days from receipt of referral





Accredited practice receives referral and contacts patient to arrange appointment within 2 working days to arrange appointment





Non Accredited referring practice faxes completed referral form to RMC





Accredited or non-accredited practice identifies patient mean of four IOPs >21 and <32 





IOPs > 32 & <40 to be referred to patient’s GP, by usual optometrist, using GOS 18 and not into Service.





IOPs >40 to be referred urgently to HES, by usual optometrist, and not into Service 





Repeat IOPs measured < 21 





Discharge Patient.  Fax IOP PRC to referring practice








Repeat IOPs measured > 21 and < 32 





Fax referral request / IOP PRC to referring practice 





IOP’s measured > 40 (using Goldmann Applanation Tonometry)   DO NOT REMEASURE





Referring practice requests GP to make referral on via RMC








IOP’s measured > 32 <40 (using Goldmann Applanation Tonometry)    DO NOT REMEASURE





Discharge Patient.  Fax IOP Patient Record Card to referring practice



































Agree appointment with patient to repeat measurements not sooner than 1 day and no later than 14 days





IOP’s measured <21 (using Goldmann Applanation Tonometry)








IOPs measured > 21 and < 32 (using Goldmann Applanation Tonometry)
